Or, think about the government entity that
might publish it. Could be your city, your
county, your school district, or one of more
than 80 state agencies. Then there are special
taxing districts (do they even have web sites?)
How much time do you have?

Legislators are Smart!

They know local publication gives you the
opportunity to read notices from all sorts of
public and private entities.

Newspapers improved that legislative intelli-
gence almost a decade ago with www.public-
noticeads. com/az. No matter where you read
your newspaper you also can read public
notices important to you.
